published works. Dr. Dmitriev is a renowned composer whose works are published
by Oxford, UK. His compositions are regularly performed at festivals and concerts all
over the world. He is a recipient of many honors and awards, most notably the First Prize at the Socrasong
International Choir Festival in Krakow, Poland for his work for male choir Dies Irae. His works have been
released by such labels as VDE-GALLO in Switzerland and Olympia in the UK. Anne Mignette of New York
Times wrote: “one of the evening’s best pieces: Alexander Dmitriev’s ‘Two Songs on Poems of Joseph Brodsky,’
a simple and lovely setting that echoed the rhymes of speech and breathed music into the words of two fine
poems.”

A native of Luhansk, Ukraine, Dmitriev received his Masters and doctoral degrees in composition from Moscow
Tchaikovsky Conservatory. Prior to immigrating to the US in 1993, Dr. Dmitriev was a professor at Minsk
University of Culture and Belarussian Academy of Music. In the U.S., he continued teaching at the St. Tikhon’s
Theological Seminary in Pennsylvania. He is Organist and Choral Director of the historic St. Joseph of
Arimathea Episcopal Church in White Plains NY.

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PARISH RENOVATION UPDATE
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Renovation Update
January 15, 2024

The start of the much-anticipated St. Catherine of Siena renovation project is underway, as
eighteen pews have been removed and stored and plastic tarp is now covering parts of the choir
loft and side altars. After the renovation is complete, six pews will be reinstalled. A new ramp will
be installed soon and will be connected to a new doorway on the rectory side of the church.

The Renovation Committee will share periodic status reports in order to keep the parish informed
of current and future plans. Updates can be found in both the weekly bulletin and on the Parish
website. You can also find renderings of the renovation plans posted along the temporary walkway
into the church.

Phase One, the interior renovations, is expected to be completed in April 2024. Phase Two, the
exterior plaza, is set to begin in March, and be completed by the end of June 2024. The dates are
subject to change.

While this work is underway, we ask that you please observe the following:

« With the main entrance of the church sectioned off, we ask that you enter and exit using one of
the three following access points:
o The temporary ramp and entrance erected on the rectory side of the church;
o The entrance via the Lucey Parish Hall; and,
o The entrance on the Post Road side of the church.
» Donations for Neighbor-to-Neighbor can be dropped-off at the Lucey Parish Hall entrance near
the stairs next to the rectory.
» Restroom facilities are available on the mezzanine level and in the Lucey Parish Hall.

The generosity of our parishioners, the volunteers and talented team of contractors supporting this
initiative, have all reaffirmed our vision and we are excited to see this project unfold.
