We are now able to expand our public worship schedule.  Please read the following carefully.  The italics section  

below is from the Diocese.  
 

The Parish of St. Catherine of Siena and St. Agnes, Riverside/Greenwich, CT is pleased to be able to offer  

public worship again.  The parish is taking precautions per the CDC and Governor Lamont’s  

recommendations regarding public gatherings, as well as our own precautions we feel are prudent  

under the circumstances.  We look forward to welcoming you and your family back to Mass, but please  

understand there are risks involved in attending a public worship in a pandemic despite all of the precautions 

taken by the parish and the diocese.  
 

We ask your cooperation with all of the directives that have been put in place for your safety and the safety of 

our clergy and your fellow worshipers. 
 

Per guidelines from Bishop Caggiano, everyone must sign up to attend Mass in person.  Please find the  

Mass Schedule, Attendance Guidelines / Directions and SignUpGenius link on the Home Page of our website at:  

www.STC-STA.org.  If you do not have access to a computer, you may call Lori Wilson at (203)637-3661 ext. 

315.  Do not leave a message about attending Mass--make sure you speak to her directly.  When you sign up, list  

every person that will be coming with you.  If someone is not on the list, they will not be permitted to attend.   Per 

guidelines, participants will not be allowed to stay in their cars while others are at Mass, if you sign up for outdoor 

Mass.

 Your own hand sanitizer

Dear Parishioners,  
 

The civil unrest that our nation is presently experiencing as a result of the killing of George Floyd, has been  

particularly painful for me, as I am sure that it has been for you.  It is absolutely necessary that we say, as a people 

of faith, that racism, white privilege, and white supremacy are evil and must end.  The divide in our country is  

severe.  It continues to grow.  Sometimes it feels to me that a second Civil War is on the horizon for our  

nation.  Things need to change, now.  But how?  How?   Certainly, peaceful protests will help, but we had those in 

the 1960s, we even have had an African American President.  What will work?  
 

I think that there needs to be an individual by individual personal conversion of heart.  Saying that we aren't racist, 

doesn't mean that we aren't.  Even supporting civil rights doesn't mean that our hearts have changed.  I think that 

dispelling ignorance around the presumptions that we make about each other is the only way.  We must enter into 

listening relationships - learning relationships, and not presume to know what it is like to be a person of color.  
 

I'd like to share a reflection, a story, with you HERE.  As you all know, telling stories is the way that I like to 

teach.  Pray for conversion of heart. in the near future, we hope to create a forum for our parishioners to start to 

have these conversations.
