b COVID-19 relief to the following organizations: Meals on Wheels, TAG, New Covenant Center, and
Family Centers. Here is some information about each of them, which we compiled with the help of our research team:

Meals on Wheels works to bring healthy meals to any Greenwich residents in need. The charity targets the elderly,
disabled, handicapped, and sick, attempting to help those who are unable to shop or cook on their own. During the COVID
pandemic, Meals on Wheels has seen a 20% increase in clients. Furthermore, going to grocery stores has become a
massive risk to many residents, meaning Wheels’ services are more crucial than ever.

TAG (Transportation Association of Greenwich) provides seniors and Greenwich residents with disabilities,
transportation to where they need to go. Recently, six of their vehicles were damaged during a theft, hindering TAG’s
ability to aid those in need, and requiring repair funds. Following COVID-19, TAG has provided transportation to many
families who have lost their sources of income. TAG also aids in maintaining community connections for the elderly and
disabled who are more isolated as a result of COVID-19. During a time when we are socially isolated and when public
spaces present a real danger, TAG provides critical aid to our community. As the need for food increases in Greenwich
due to COVID-19, Tag delivers for Neighbor to Neighbor to over 2,000 residents weekly.

The New Covenant Center is a source of nutritious food, a safe environment, and job training for many in need. To
ensure these resources, the center maintains a soup kitchen, food pantry, life coaching, human services, job skills
programs, and immigration case management. COVID-19 has left many out of work, making the mission of New Covenant
Center more important than ever. With greater demand for all of its services, our donation to the center will allow for their
aid to the community to continue.

Our final charity is Family Centers, a nonprofit organization with the goal of helping those who require health and mental
health resources. The organization also supplies education programs and aid for people in need of housing and
employment. They are contributing even more valuable services during the pandemic by administering COVID-19
vaccines, offering free COVID-19 tests, providing mental health services, and helping Stamford residents adjust to changes
due to the pandemic. Family Centers has played and will continue to play, a key role in mitigating the damage caused by
COVID-19.

We thank all of our Parish members for their generous donations so that the Church can continue to serve our community
members most in need, especially during this pandemic.
