Be an Altar Server and be an Active Member of Your Parish!   
 

Hey folks, have you ever considered being an altar server…and I’m not  

addressing this only to youngsters (aka kids), but to adults alike?  
 

When COVID first reared its ugly head more than two years ago, access to  

Mass was made available mostly online and with limited participants involved in 

its celebration, both on the altar as well as in the pews.  However, since the  

lifting of those restrictions many of the ministries that assisted our liturgies at  

St. Catherine and St. Agnes haven’t fully bounced back, with altar servers being 

one of the most visibly affected.  With less than a handful of the same younger 

altar servers serving at the Sunday 10:30AM Mass (the most attended), it  

leaves the other 4 Masses at St. Catherine’s and the two at St. Agnes’ bereft  

of assistance, to say nothing of the need for altar servers (adult) during the  

week for funeral services.  
 

“I think altar serving is one of those things that we misunderstand,” commented 

Fr. Jim Houbeck, an associate pastor of St. Anastasia Parish in Troy, Michigan.  

“Some think that it’s just a nice thing or you just look good up there serving, but 

as I’m well aware, you get to be attentive to the celebrant who represents Jesus Christ.”   
 

“I learned the different parts of the Mass and soon realized that this role isn’t just to ‘serve the priest,’ but the whole 

congregation because everyone’s watching you.  Everyone can see whether you’re slouched over in your seat, or if 

you have your arm next to your head, and so if you don’t look attentive and if you don’t look engaged, people’s  

experience of the Mass is affected by that.”   
 

So come join the ranks of parishioners who help make a difference.  Young or adult, our parish 

needs your help to celebrate Mass on Saturday vigil, Sundays and during the week at funeral 

Masses.  I think you’ll find being an altar server more rewarding than you might have thought.
